NEW BUSINESS:
· 2013 SD Public Libraries Data Digest
Doris Ann reviewed a few facts from the latest Data Digest.  The report revealed that the South Dakota state average for government support of libraries is $31.47 per capita, and the national average is $38.09 per capita.  The fact that we provide  resources and services to the residents of Custer County at a cost of $20.82 per capita is evidence that we are a good value .  She reminded Trustees she had previously sent a link to them with a PDF file of the digest via e-mail and would be willing to print out a hard copy for anyone who was interested in reviewing a hard copy
· 2014 PLDS for FY2013 
Doris Ann explained that she has completed and submitted this annual survey required by the Federal government.  Information from this survey is used to develop the Data Digest mentioned previously.  Review and approval of this survey by the Library Board is not required, but she would be happy to make a copy for anyone who requests one.
· 2013 SD Annual Report Review, Approval, and Certification
Doris Ann has electronically submitted her annual survey to the State government.  She is required to present this report to the Library Board and the County Commissioners and obtain signatures of the chairs of both boards.  She presented the report to the Board and obtained President Diane Bishop’s signature.  She is scheduled to present the report to the County Commissioners on February 26th and obtain Chaiman Phil Lampert’s signature.  After obtaining the Commission’s approval and Lampert’s signature, the certificate will be mailed to the State Library.
