Each number below represents an age. Inside of each number are the speech sounds that most children should be able to correctly produce by the end

of that age (ie; which English consonants 90% of children can articulate correctly in the initial, medial and final word positions). Vowels are

correctly produced by the age of three. All children do not develop at the same time and in the same way, S0 we cannot expect correct speech from
every child in the primary grades.
